Laetare Sunday from the opening words of the Mass

How we’ve travelled—to the desert, to the top of 

Mount Tabor, and last week into Samaria to the foot of 

Mount Gerazim. What an exhausting Lent—are we 

weary? And what of our Lent resolutions? But there is 

no giving up—Jesus didn’t and he said: those who put 

their hands to the plough and look back are not fit for 

the Kingdom God. And anyhow there’s more to come. 

Next week we’ll journey with Jesus who sets out for 

Jerusalem – and all that will await him there. Today – 

mid Lent Sunday – is called Refreshment Sunday – a 

breath of fresh air in the middle of the Lenten  

rigours! And it was, and still is, hard going for those 

using Lent as a time of preparation for reception into 

the Church at Easter and for each of us renewing the  

exciting commitments of our baptism. And even when 

we tell ourselves we’re just ordinary people, we can’t 

do much – the still small voice of calm from our good 

God says: Oh yes you can. Look at today’s scripture 

readings and see how God uses ordinary people to 

achieve the most extraordinary things. David, a young 

shepherd boy, anointed by Samuel, becomes King of 

Israel. The story of the man born blind shows us yet 

more of the Lord’s generous love and mercy. He uses 

us too – we’re anointed with holy oil – at our baptism 

and confirmation – to share the life of Jesus Christ, and 

like him spread the good news of our Father’s  

universal love. Yes, if we can trust him enough to  

rediscover in our own personal lives, and in our  

community life that the Lord is our shepherd, he has 

anointed our heads with oil, our cup is overflowing – 

and with St Paul in our 2nd Reading, we are assured 

that we really are children of light – people who  

believe and trust, who are committed to Jesus Christ, 

and seek to live by the values of his Gospel of love. On 

this Mothering Sunday we are grateful for the support 

of our mothers, our families, our friends, and of our  

Immaculate Mother Mary and our holy Mother the 

Church. In their care and community we learn a lesson 

of immense value: nothing is impossible with God.
