Three Easter pictures which promise resurrection 

and new life for all God’s people 

First – Mary Magdalene at the empty tomb in the  

Garden. The sinner who had squandered her life and 

wasted her love. But the sinner who had been changed 

by the love and acceptance that Jesus Christ had shown 

her. The Risen Lord comes to her on that early Easter 

morning, he greets her and tells her of his resurrection. 

Second – the 10 disciples on that early Easter Sunday 

evening. Behind locked doors for fear of the Jews,  

terrified, confused, lonely, their hopes shattered, their 

confidence destroyed. The Risen Jesus comes and 

stands among them and says óPeace be with youô. 

Third – a week later in the same Upper Room – this 

time Thomas is with them, full of doubt – ñExcept I see 

and touch I will not believeò – and the Risen Lord 

comes and shows Thomas his hands and his side, and 

Thomas cries out ñMy Lord and My Godò. 

Can’t we see ourselves so often in those pictures. 

Sinners – falling short of what God has given us and 

planned for us. 

Fearful – regrets and remorse about the past, anxious 

about the present, fearful so often about the future. 

Doubting – our faith in God, in other people, yes, even 

in ourselves and our God-given capabilities. 

And to us – sinners, fearful, doubting –  

this Easter, this Sunday, this Mass, the Lord comes:   

Not only to stand among us and beside us 

Not only to listen when we pray 

Not only to speak to us through Sacred Scripture 

But he comes also: 

To celebrate with us 

To forgive us and encourage us afresh 

To give us a share in his new and eternal life through 

this Easter Eucharist which we now share with others.
