Ascension Day  

Ascension is a day of rejoicing even though the Lord 

parts from His Apostles for the second time This time 

He leaves with the firm promise: óI am risen and still 

with youô He is taken up to heaven.The on-lookers gaze 

into the sky through the clouds. The sky symbolising 

the spaciousness, the extravagance of  God’s love and 

mercy and the clouds His presence and glory. Yes, a 

dramatic parting – but with the promise of return – the 

2nd Coming in glory – óto claim the Kingdom as His 

ownô because He is with us always, yes, to the end of 

time. Jesus leaves in order to be with us in a deeper 

way. The 9 days from Ascension Thursday to Pentecost 

are kept as a Novena of Prayer for the coming of the 

Holy Spirit – to be our guide and Advocate—the One 

who constantly stands by our side. The Risen Lord has 

ascended into heaven and He, the Lord and Head of the 

Church, has promised that where He has gone we, the 

members of his Body, the Church, will surely follow. 

Jesus who is the Way, has opened the way for us too.In 

the meantime – we are the witnesses to His love.  Just 

as Good Friday makes it clear what is the cost of 

loving and Easter Day shows us the power of loving 

so Ascension Day shows us the reward of loving. In a 

real sense the whole of our Lord’s life on earth was an 

Ascension – a journey back to the Father, taking the 

whole of humanity with Him – rescuing us from the 

fragile and futile, lifting humanity to a new dignity and 

destiny. In the ordinariness of His life on earth the 

Ascension was achieved, and its reward came on 

Ascension Day. For us too, in the ordinariness of our 

daily lives our ascension will also be achieved – in the 

circumstances and situations of life which either draw 

us closer to God , or separate us from Him. To help us 

on that pilgrimage, the Lord has given us the food for 

the journey ï His own life in the Blessed Sacrament  

With that gift comes His promise too. As St Alphonsus 

Liguori wrote: óFor how can He deny me heaven, who 

here on earth Himself has givenô.
