The Most Holy Trinity 

They say ‘the whole world loves a loverô  but it’s not 

true is it? For instance, once upon a time, at the very 

beginning of time, almighty God our Father loved this 

world into life, offering Himself to His people as  

companion and friend - yet we have only to read the 

Old Testament to see how that companionship was 

spurned, and God's friendship rejected. A few remained 

faithful, a remnant only. But even as they struggled to 

worship the Lord God their Creator and to keep faith 

with Him, the door of their understanding was not fully 

open. So, at a later point in time, we call it 'the fullness 

of time" - when all the Lord God's plans and  

preparations had been carefully laid God spoke a  

perfect Word of love. The Word who had been with 

Him in the beginning, His own Son, takes our human 

nature and becomes one with us in Jesus Christ -  

living a life of perfect and divine love in human terms. 

But as St John so eloquently reminds us in the prologue 

to his Gospel óthe Word came to His own nation and 

His own people would not accept Himô. Yet still God 

does not give up or abandon His people – óto those who 

did receive him he gave power to become children of 

Godô through re-birth in the Holy Spirit. The Holy 

Spirit, as we celebrated last Sunday, Pentecost, pours 

out the ceaselessly active love of God - He leads us into 

all truth, He teaches us to observe all that Jesus taught 

us, and promises us not only fullness of life on earth, 

but radiant happiness eternally in heaven with the God 

who is Father, Son and Holy Spirit. As we share in the 

life of the Holy Trinity we discover more and more by 

way of a revelation, for that's always God's way, what 

we could never have fathomed out for ourselves - that 

we are called to share the life of God, finding  

acceptance and understanding in Him so that we might 

share with others something of what we have glimpsed 

ourselves. Not everyone loves a lover -
