Did you know? I was getting on in years (!!!) before I 

discovered what a phylactery is. It’s a small wrist or 

head band (circlet) inscribed with a text or message.  

Pious Jews wore them – inscribed with the Torah (the 

Law) as noted in our 1st Reading. I suppose today’s 

equivalent would be elastic wristbands – declaring soli-

darity with a particular cause. But what’s the point of 

the whole bible inscribed on a phylactery if not a word 

of it is in our heart? What’s the point of having 

‘Sharon’ tattooed on your arm if you’re now going out 

with ‘Tracey’? The Christian message, the everlasting 

Gospel is not about knowing all the rules and  

regulations, or having all the answers so we can be top 

of the class. It’s a Person—Jesus – whose headband 

was a crown of thorns, and whose body markings were 

those of violent beatings and a brutal death. Our  

Saviour warns us about empty words. In the last few 

weeks we’ve celebrated His Death, Resurrection,  

Ascension, and both the giving of His Holy Spirit (so 

He is always within us) and His Body and Blood at 

Corpus Christi so His is life is always shared with us. 

The celebration of the Holy Trinity sums it all up as 

the  greatest love story ever told. Now it’s Ordinary 

Time. We participate in it – through letting the Lord’s 

life of love work through us by getting to know Him as 

a Person so that we can witness to that love by the way 

we relate to others. If our actions – or at least as many 

as we can manage – are anchored in our experience of - 

and commitment to - our Living Lord they will have a 

lasting effect – if they are just an ego-trip to prove 

(usually to others, but often to ourselves) how religious 

we are, they will trickle away into sand like the house 

in the Gospel. Last Friday (and every 1st Friday) we 

honour the Sacred Heart of Jesus. Our simple. humble 

and profound prayer is: óSacred Heart of Jesus make 

my heart like your Heartô By sharing in the Eucharist 

we’re building our house on a solid, permanent and  

indestructible rock –  

and that Rock is Jesus our Living Lord.
