Gospel Reflection 

An everlasting love 

The Lord God tells us through the words of the prophet 

Hosea: óWhat I want is loveô. Real love, long-lasting 

love – love that doesn’t disappear when the climate 

changes, like the morning clouds and the dew on the 

grass disappear; but a love that shows itself in genuine 

concern for others, in mercy and compassion for all our 

brothers and sisters. Jesus Christ shows that love in 

action. Today in the Gospel he calls St Matthew to  

follow Him. Matthew, part of that despised group of 

swindlers, a tax collector, who made his money out of 

filling his own pockets as well as collecting the revenue 

that was due to the authorities. It would have been all 

too easy for the other disciples to have questioned their 

Master’s choice of Matthew óWe donôt want his sort 

hereô. But they didn’t. They knew that each of them 

had their own faults and failings – they knew too that 

Jesus didn’t think any the worse of them for that – He 

welcomed them, He accepted them, and His love 

changed them. And when some of the crowd, the by-

standers, complained that óthis man eats with tax-

collectors and sinnersô – the riff-raff, the layabouts of 

society – Jesus immediately challenges them: ‘What I 

want is mercy. Itôs not the healthy who need the  

doctor, but the sick. I came to call sinners, not the  

virtuousô. Jesus remains firm in His love for sinners – 

and don’t we all say óthank Godô for that - we’re all in 

the same boat! Only those who know how much they 

fall short of His love can really respond to Him. For  

Jesus Christ there are no óno goô areas, no ‘cul-de-sacsô 

– they’re dead-ends. His love is open-ended and life-

giving. Jesus Christ welcomes all who turn to Him, He 

eats with them, He brings them – us – new life. Our 

ministry as baptised Christians is not only to witness to 

that in our own lives but also to enable  

others to welcome and love like Jesus. May God bless 

each and every one of us in that task as we attempt to 

follow the Lord in his Church
